During December 1920, the Italian aviator, Luis Veaditti, came to Costa Rica under
contract to perform some aerial exhibitions in connection with the civic festival which is
celehrated annually in San José. When his contract concluded, Mr. Venditti decided to establish
his residence in San Jose.

In the month of March, 1921, the aviator proposed to the Postmaster General of Costa Rica
Mr. Gamaliel Noriega, his project to carry mail on a flight from San Jose, Costa Rica to Managua,
Nicaragua. Mr. Noriega and the Minister of Gi accepted and ized to make a stamp
of one Colon 10 help subsidize the first airmail of Costa Rica and Central America If the flight
would prove successful he would receive a contract to carry airmail between both countries

IMPERFORATE STAMPS

These two pairs only known were originally a block and around 1950 was cut in half, One
half: Ex.

DROP MAIL - FIRST INTERNAL FLIGHT SAN JOSE - LIMON - 1924

Three U.S Army De Havilland bi-plancs had arrived to Costa Rica from Canal Zone, in
December 27, 1923. Major F Bradley was in charge of the expedition. His objective was to
cannect some Central American countries with an airmail route to the Canal Zone.

On January 5, 1924, ten bags of internal mail and eighteen bags with exterior mail, making
atotal of 16.722 covers, were transported from San Jose by planes and dropped in Limon in the
soccer field because Limon had no airport.
